Persons requiring special accommodations under the Americans with Disabilities Act
shall submit their requests in writing to the Executive Secretary no later than three (3) working
days in advance of the above scheduled date for oral argument to allow time for the request to be

handled in an appropriate manner.



Any motion for postponement should be submitted immediately upon receipt of this

notice. Counsel should be aware, however, that the Commission looks with disfavor upon such a

motion, and it will not be routinely granted.
